Introduction and Meeting Purpose

Discussion with HCD
San Mateo County and C/CAG staff presented HCD awards for their assistance with the 21 Elements Phase II work. Participants then brainstormed what worked and what could be changed for future efforts. Positive elements include:

· Sharing ideas with other jurisdictions who were working on the same issues

· Phone calls with Paul McDougall of HCD

· Provision of templates for undertaking the analysis of housing issues

· Having consistent responses from HCD

· Saving money

· Assistance with new issues, such as the  SB2 background material

· Field trips to the various jurisdictions with HCD staff

Things that could be changed for the future include:

· Provide greater coordination among consultants hired by jurisdictions

· Work together on legislative solutions

· Have elected officials/city mangers involved

· Move the process along faster as we work together

· Provide materials on a more timely basis

Phase II Wrap Up

Phase II is almost over, but will have a long “tail” as jurisdictions finalize their housing elements. Key points for Phase II wrap up include:

· Baird + Driskell Community Planning are still available for technical assistance as jurisdictions complete their housing element. Feel free to call or email.

· Compact discs with all the files from Phase II will be distributed at the next TAC meeting.

· The County and C/CAG nominated 21 Elements for a Northern California APA award. 

· Jurisdictions will be given the chance to archive material in a safe storage location. For jurisdictions that want to participate, a USB drive will be sent to them as they complete their housing element. They are encouraged to put any files they want on the drive and the County will archive the material until the next housing element cycle.
