1. Announcements
a. April 23rd ADU Webinar on building and fire rules
b. Group gave feedback to have Planning Commissioner Training mid-summer
c. Jeff Baird will be retiring on May 1st and David Driskell will be returning

2. Presentation on Expanding/Nominating New PDAs
a. Mark Shorett, from MTC/ABAG, presented on opportunity to nominate new PDAs or expand boundaries of existing PDA, through May 31st (Council adoptions by June 30th) 
b. A number of cities in San Mateo County submitted last summer during a similar period, and those have adopted. Next step is to create the framework for the draft blueprint.
c. Currently studying set of places that include all PDAs, as well as eligible places not nominated (transit rich, ½ mile of transit, high resource – greatest opportunity for upward mobility) and they want to give jurisdictions another chance to add
d. Process 
i. Go to website, fill out letter of interest form and have Council adopt by June 30th

3. Updates
a. Redwood City – along with City of San Mateo, they are part of a countywide city manager group providing recommendations to the County Health Ifficer related to construction
i. High level and specific to types of construction allowed/not allowed, particularly related to those working on their own homes and healthcare facilities
ii. Clear and objective standards related to work sites – number of employees, set framework, particularly to large sites
iii. Addresses financial hardship considerations, allowable exceptions and documentation that would be needed
iv. Ties life and health safety circumstances to code sections
v. Recommending greater clarity and direction in next order on what is a safe work site and what needs to be put in place on sites before inspectors visit
b. Small business eviction moratorium moving forward in several cities – visit 21 elements website for examples

4. Budget Assumptions
a. Portola Valley – are other cities looking into a presumably decreased revenue, and if so, what are you basing assumptions off of?
i. Colma – dependent on card room and retail, so expecting shortfalls of millions and using a lot of reserves. Shelved all CIP projects that are not grant funded and going to be asked to look at cost saving measures and staff reductions. Hit them hard but will depend on how cities get revenue. Still interested in economic development and looking at opportunities to recover revenue.
ii. Redwood City – rolling over current budget and coming back later in year when know more is known on revenue. Providing weekly revenue updates to City Council and expect significant downturn.
iii. Atherton and Brisbane – no change
iv. San Bruno – adjusting current year and making changes for next year; projecting “recession elasticity factor”. Working with economist, Jason Moody at EPS.
v. Daly City – similar to Redwood City
vi. Menlo Park – looking at fiscal year adjustments, City Council having conversation on this next week
vii. East Palo Alto – one update to City Council on potential losses
viii. Millbrae – assuming a flat line, freezing expenditure date until the end of fiscal year; preparing the new budget for the first quarter only of new fiscal year.

6. Approvals and Deadlines
a. Several items on 21 Elements Covid Webpage
i. Order extending timeframe for developers 
ii. Ordinance extending deadlines for cities 
iii. Sign on letter to governor
iv. Resolution of impossibility – Goldfarb & Lipman recommend; there is a longstanding legal principal that laws cannot make a city do something that is impossible. If a city passes this now and indeed is not able to meet deadlines, they will at least have something on record stating it was impossible.

7. Moratoriums and Rent Assistance
a. Rent assistance for tenants
i. San Bruno – are cities partnering with local nonprofits for rent assistance using affordable fund?
1. City of San Mateo – all CBDG funds going towards rental house, with local nonprofit administering 
b. Commercial moratorium
i. Generic staff report and examples from cities like Pacifica, Menlo Park, South San Francisco and Millbrae, on 21 Elements Covid Webpage
ii. Pacifica – was well received, virtually no public comment, Council struggled with how many months of repayment after order lifts, ended up with 3 months
iii. Menlo Park – Council was very supportive
iv. San Bruno – for those who have passed one, since urgency ordinances typically last 45 days and this is not planning or zoning related, how long will it last?
1. City of San Mateo – 6 months after order is lifted
2. Millbrae – 90 days with three 30 day extensions – individuals work out extensions with landlord and show continued hardship

2.Ifthe area is eligible, download and complete a Letter of Interest Form.

3.Submit a completed Letter of Interest Form, accompanied by a GIS shapefile of the

PDA boundaries, to pdas(@bayareametro.gov by May 31, 2020.

For new PDAs, jurisdictions must also submit an adopted or agendized City
Council or Board of Supervisors resolution nominating the PDA by May 31, 2020,
with all agendized resolutions adopted no later than June 30, 2020.
